1. Begin to see science in everyday life. It is personally gratifying for me when students share relevant observations from personal experience.
2. Learn that science isn’t frightening—science can be understood! With focused effort, a career in science is within the reach of all students.
3. Learn to think logically in order to solve problems. Process is as important as product, that is, how we do science is as important as what we learn about science.
