Asterisms: Big Dipper, Little Dipper, and Sickle.

Deep Sky Objects: Andromeda Galaxy, Beehive, Crab Nebula, Hyades, Orion Nebula, Pleiades, Ring Nebula, and Whirlpool Galaxy.
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
